"bookmark" the Breeze "dashboard" and then you don't need to login again, you are
automatically logged in unless you log out.

Breeze is very secure and we've ustetbw for almost 5 years with no problems. No one
outside of our parish can see our Breeze information. You can also make your profile
information as broad or as private as you'd like, the administrator is the only user whc
sees everything.

If you've rever seen an invite email to Breeze, it likely went into your "spam" folder. Ju
request a new invite from Wendy. It takes no time to send a new one! If you feel
technologically challenged, Wendy is so helpful. No question is "dumb"!
