The
following Norms are in place to have us focus and respect one another’s thoughts and
opinions.

Confidentiality. We all signed a Confidentiality Agreement to protect applicant
information and discussions with absolute confidentiality. This is a top priority for the
committee which we take very seriously.

No “water cooler” discussions. No outside discussions that should be in a committee
setting. We shouldn’t undermine the committee work by having outside discussions
that should be within the committee.

Respect each other’s opinions. Have open discussions with honesty and respect.

Decisions by consensus as opposed to majority rule. We will achieve consensus with
open discussion when most will agree and we can all live with the decision. The final
candidates will be those everyone can support.

Make time for people who process internally. Avoid having one or more dominate
discussions.

The committee reached absolute consensus on these Norms that they will guide us to
undertake this ministry in the name of our Lord.

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Education for Ministry (EfM) is an
incredible journey of growth in faith and
understanding for anyone to embark on.
For those desiring to delve deeper into
your faith, this is an excellent avenue to do
so. We, as lay persons, often face the
difficult and subtle task of interpreting the
richness of the church's faith in a complex
and confusing world. EfM provides a theological education to support our faith and also
teaches us to express that faith in day-to-day events. This TOTAL MINISTRY is nothing less
than the exercise of the church's vocation to continue the ministry of Jesus. He reconciled the
world to God. We are called to incarnate that reconciliation in our own time and in our own
place through worship, service to others, and by proclamation of God's Word to all people. As
the emphasis on lay ministry has grown, EfM has come to play an important role by providing
a program that develops an informed and knowledgeable laity.

EDUCATION FOR MINISTRY

This upcoming year, we are planning to host EfM at St James. It will be online via Zoom to
start due to COVID19, but we will hopefully transition to in-person sometime during the year.
Laura Orcutt will be the trained mentor and is incredibly excited to mentor this opportunity.

This four-year journey of faith forms strong relationships and builds your faith. The group
meets weekly from Sep to May. Everyone gathers in a seminar group of ideally 6-10 people
that meet weekly for 2-2.5 hours each week Sep through May. Each person shares about
themselves and the corresponding weekly reading for the year that they are in. The group
can consist of people in each of the four years as everyone shares about what they are
learning, with the mentor facilitating the group but not leading it. The group guides itself
through the basic weekly meeting structure. With the lessons from each of the years often
overlapping, it is fascinating to see how people connect the information between the years. It
is an incredible growing experience no matter where you are in your faith journey.



Some nice to know facts:

1 The University of the South, an Episcopal university commonly called Sewanee,
provides EfM.

It is a four-year distance-learning certificate program.

You do not have to complete all four years in a row consecutively.

You can take breaks between years.

You can stay with your EfM group or switch to other groups if it is more convenient for
you.

You can do EfM online or in-person. Both are still conducted in groups.

You do not have to be an Episcopalian to participate in EfM.

It is for all adult ages from 18 to 99.

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The following is the curriculum:
1 Year One: The Hebrew Bible
1 Year Two: The New Testament
1 Year Three: Church History
1 Year Four: Theology, Ethics, and Interfaith Encounter

Registration is now open for the upcoming year. It is online this year for the first time. The
cost is $375 per year, which includes all books and study materials. This is an incredible price
for a four-year certificate program. Financial assistance is available if needed. The seminar
will begin approximately the week of Sep 14th.

The most popular ways are with check and credit card.

If you normally write a check, you can put that check in the mail to the church office (7486 S
Union Park Ave, Midvale, UT 84047). Checks will continue to be processed and deposited on
a regular basis.

Another way is to use ‘Bill pay’ which is a payment service through your financial institution
that allows you to make a one time or recurring payment. The source of funds for the
payment is usually a checking account but you are able to designate the account you wish to
use. Bill Pay is setup through your online banking feature. Simply add St. James as a new
payee. You will need the church address (7486 S Union Park Ave, Midvale, UT 84047) and
phone number (801-566-1311) then check either a one-time or recurring payment. Fill in the
amount, select the date for the payment, and send. Bill Pay is usually free but please check
with your financial institution. You do not need St. James bank account number to use this
feature. St. James receives your payment through a mailed check from the institution.

A third way is to make your offering on our secure church database, Breeze: If you need an
invitation to Breeze, please contact Wendy and she'll get that to you asap.
