Vestry Responsibilities 

 
General Responsibilities for all Vestry Members: 
 
¶ Vestry members should strive to the best of their abilities to: 
¶ Have a love of God and demonstrate a commitment to following the 

way of Christ and our Baptismal Covenant;  
¶ Accept and strive to live into St. James Statement of Common Values; 
¶ Be active in and knowledgeable about the congregation, its programs and governance, 

the Diocese of Utah, and The Episcopal Church; 
¶ Be fair, interact well with people and strive to earn the respect of the members of the 

congregation;   
¶ Invite, listen to, and respect the parishioners’ questions, suggestions, complaints and 

compliments. When appropriate, share these with the Rector, Staff and Vestry.  
¶ Maintain openness and integrity of the Congregation’s business with all members, 

except when confidentiality is appropriate; then judiciously respect that confidentiality; 
¶ Have enthusiasm and vitality for this ministry. 

 
Vestry members should be able to make the following time commitments: 
 
¶ Vestry meetings: usually the third Tuesday each month   
¶ Two Vestry Retreats per year, typically on a Saturday 
¶ Additional Vestry meetings as may be scheduled for special circumstances 
¶ Support of at least one or more parish committees or initiatives and attend related 

meetings and activities 
¶ Regularly attend worship services 
¶ Regularly attend congregational events: coffee hours, meals, fundraisers, adult 

education programs, etc. 
¶ Annual Parish Meeting 
¶ Diocesan meetings, as called upon 

 
All vestry members are responsible to: 
 
¶ Offer “time, talent, and treasure” to support the congregation’s ministries; 
¶ Pledge financial support early in the stewardship campaign; 
¶ Maintain faithful stewardship of church finances, property, identity, and spending; 
¶ Rotating responsibility for weekly announcements and newcomer greeting; 
¶ Pray regularly for the rector, leaders, members, and life of the congregation; 
¶ Be an active minister of the Gospel in daily life and work; 
¶ Bring one’s whole self to the table; being present – mind, body, and spirit; 
¶ Risk openness with one’s ideas, beliefs, and spiritual journey. 
¶ Complete Diocesan Safe Church Training

To the Vestry and People of St. James, 
 
You are amazing! Please accept our sincere gratitude for your donations 
to the Small Cell Ovarian Cancer Foundation. Your generous gifts are a 
significant boost to paving the way for research and giving hope to those 
diagnosed with this deadly disease. Progress is being made. We hear 
frequently from patients and caregivers who have used our resources to 
find treatments and experienced physicians. We also continue to work 
closely with the SCCOHT (Small Cell Carcinoma of the Ovary, 
Hypercalcemic Type) International Consortium; a group of researchers 
who have tasked themselves with finding the answers to conclusive treatments for small cell 
ovarian cancer. They are forging ahead with the new and improved Patient Registry which will 
have the ability to accept tumor tissue samples and pathology reports. Covid has slowed 
things down, but apparently they are very close to launching this important research tool. We 
have committed to enable the Registry both financially and by connecting patients and 
families to submit their data. In other news, the Consortium has applied for a very large grant 
from the Department of Defense. As part of this application, we have made a financial 
commitment for additional funding of their research, and Maren will serve as a Patient 
Advocate for this study.   
 
Over the past year we continue to see more young women afflicted with this disease. We hear 
from parents, siblings, doctors and the patients themselves. We feel incredibly privileged to be 
able to help these families and the amazing doctors.   
  
We received this note from the mom of a patient. 
“I think about your daughter all the time. We have lost so many bright, young women to this 
disease. It's heartbreaking. You and your husband are exceptional people and have engaged 
in meaningful activity that has helped so many of us. The Foundation website is an amazing 
resource with the most current medical articles.  
Thank you Maren, for all you have done for Amy and our family.” 
  
Recently we also received an email to our website from a doctor in Greece. She had a patient 
who probably had SCCOHT, but there was no place to get the pathology done in their country. 
She had only found a private clinic who wanted to charge a huge fee which the family could 
not afford. I immediately forwarded her email to several members of the Consortium and 
within 2 hours she had a promise from the leading SCCOHT pathologist who is in Northern 
Ireland that he would do the SMARCA4 testing at no charge. The other doctors included in our 
email all gave her suggestions relating to this case. This was her reply. “Hi all, I have no 
words to thank you for the immediate response. I shall go into the details first thing tomorrow 
with the Head of my Department. I'm also expecting the patient … tomorrow and I will let her 
know about your kind offer.” 
 
We are so appreciative of our St. James Family and the support you have given us over the 
years since Stephanie passed away and we started the Small Cell Ovarian Cancer 
Foundation. Thank you for helping all the young girls and families affected by this horrible 
disease. We would not be able to continue our work without people like you. You have helped 
give young women a chance! 
 
As a reminder, Small Cell Carcinoma of the Ovary, Hypercalcemic Type (SCCOHT) is a rare, 
highly malignant tumor that affects mainly girls and young women. The median age is just 24 

 

 

  



years old. 
 
Our mission is to raise awareness of small cell ovarian cancer and its symptoms, provide 
resources to patients and their families and to fund research in this rare disease. We are 
excited that multiple studies have identified the gene mutation that causes SCCOHT. The next 
step of finding a targeted therapy is well underway.
